BARTON and DEAKIN  LAWNS 

Named after two of our nations early Prime Ministers, Edmund Barton 1849 – 1920 and Alfred Deakin 1856 – 1919, the Barton and Deakin Lawns provide an intimate burial area surrounded by hedges that have as a backdrop the distinctive colours of the Australian Bush.

Centenary Memorial Gardens has a unique range of burial options to meet the differing needs of each family. At Barton and Deakin Lawns you may choose which of the lawns you prefer and also the location within your chosen lawn.

All sites allow up to three family members to be buried. The site fee is paid only once and there are no maintenance fees payable. There is no end of tenure for Barton and Deakin sites. An internment fee is payable each time the site is used to cover the cost of services provided at that time.

A plaque appropriate to Barton and Deakin areas can be arranged and purchased when the family is ready to choose. The memorialisation is on a bronze plaque mounted on a concrete desk provided. A polished granite desk can be purchased if desired.
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THE LONE PINE LAWN

HEROES
“In a world that idolises big names, true heroes for the most part are anonymous. 

True heroes don’t surpass all others in the pursuit of personal glory, but serve their fellow man with no thought to their own wellbeing. True heroes are men and women who, by their example, inspire us to be better people, to do what is right, to achieve what is great and to reach for the stars, whatever the cost.”

At Centenary Memorial Gardens we have created a special burial and inurnment area named after the historical Lone Pine tree in Gallipoli in remembrance of those who fought and paid the ultimate price for the love and security of their families and country.

While many Returned Service men and women have chosen The Lone Pine Lawn as their final resting place, the essential difference between Centenary Memorial Gardens and others is that family members may be buried with their loved one or purchase a site alongside the Returned Service Person. At Centenary Memorial Gardens we feel that the bonds of love that bind families together in life, should not be broken by separation after death.

Memorialisation in Lone Pine Lawn is with a bronze plaque mounted on a concrete desk. Polished granite desks are also available for purchase. All plaques are mounted on a concrete beam for stability.

Burial sites can be pre-purchased which helps take away some of the emotional stress families experience at the passing of a loved one

Lest We Forget
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THE GUMNUT GARDEN

“Love me faithfully just as I will always love you

Love me with your heart and soul

For I am with you even though

I am far away”

Gumnut Garden is dedicated to preserving the memory of children. An area set aside just for babies, toddlers and children up to seven years where they can be remembered by their Mum’s and Dad’s as well as brothers and sisters and other family members as someone who touched their lives, even if it was for just brief moments or a few short years.

Visitors pass between two statues as they enter the garden, on one side a grandmother sits reading a story to her grandchildren while on the other side a young boy rides his tricycle with his sister holding on behind. “Story-time and Tricycle Pair” remind us that the children in this garden will be forever young in our memories.

There are seats unlike any others for parents and grandparents to use and in spring visitors can pick flowers from the garden beds and place at the graves of their babies. Here you will find balloons and bears and other favourite things that had special significance to a child. Hedges enclose the garden providing a comforting atmosphere for grieving family members that need privacy. During December parents are invited to decorate a tree as well as their child’s grave.

Memorial plaques can be less formal and available in the shape of a bear or train as well as having images of pets, ballet dancer or angels. All plaques are mounted on the concrete desk provided. Polished granite desks are also available for purchase. All desks are attached to a concrete beam for stability.
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GOLDEN WATTLE LAWN

This area has been designed with the needs of the diverse ethnic and religious requirements of our city in mind. Golden Wattle is a full monumental area that provides an option for either burial direct into the ground or into an in-ground vault. A larger than normal pathway separates each row. Side by side single, double and triple sites are available and pre-need purchases can be made by regular interest free payments over six (6) months.

 Golden Wattle sits in a commanding position overlooking the valley and stream. Early morning and later in the afternoon the kangaroos gather in the shade of the trees that line the bank of the stream. Occasionally taking flight when staff trespass too closely as they mow the lawn.

Memorialisation in Golden Wattle reflects the cultural background of the families and allows for personal expression of love for the deceased family member. Memorials are individually designed to suit the requirements of each family.
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THE MONUMENTAL LAWN

The Monumental Lawn is situated on the scenic rim above the lakes and fountains. Majestic gum trees rise up from the sides of the hills that fall away into the valley before rising again on the other side of the stream. Monumental Lawn provides visitors with views from The Arbor around to Golden Wattle Lawn. This is a more formal area with upright granite monuments mounted on a concrete beam for stability and gold inscribed letters. Each row is separated by a hedge which is maintained slightly higher than the monuments for privacy. Burial sites accommodate up to three (3) people in the Monumental Lawn and can be purchased along side each other to form a family memorial estate the size of which can be determined by the number of people in the family.

With up to five meters between the rows there is ample room for families to gather on the lawn to celebrate special occasions, perhaps hold a memorial service or just to sit for a while with their loved one as they contemplate the lives they shared. A standard granite monument with inscription of 100 characters is included in the site fee in Monumental Lawn. However, there is a wide range of styles and colours available and our design staff can assist you with a personalised monument.

As with all areas of Centenary Memorial Gardens, sites can be pre-purchased.
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THE ARBOR LAWN 

Entering Centenary Memorial Gardens, visitors pass the Arbor of shady Tulipwood trees on their left. The Arbor provides in-ground burial sites with just eight (8) sites per tree. Balmoral Red Granite surrounds form the perfect base for the bronze memorial plaques. It is not uncommon to see visitors sitting in the ample shade of the leafy Tulipwood trees while their children play near where grandparents have been laid to rest. It is indeed a heart warming sight to see families so relaxed and willing to spend time visiting their loved ones. 

From the Arbor, visitors overlook the lakes, rockeries, garden of serenity and around to the administration and chapel building. 

Memorialisation is by bronze plaque, the Arbor has a range of plaques available for the burial sites, one of our staff can show you the different styles and design a plaque for you.

Sites may be purchased in advance so as to avoid stress when the need arises.
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
